Outside the coverage range of
the Wi-Fi network, the use of the
App involves the availability of a
data link for the mobile device.
CAUTION: additional costs might
arise depending on the contract
with the mobile phone operator.

The appliance can operate
off-line as a "non-connected”
household appliance, but it
cannot be controlled through the
App when the Wi-Fi connection
or the data link are deactivated.
